Over four days, competitors and
spectators will come together to celebrate excellence
in breeding, training and performance while fostering
connections within the Border Collie community.

Vision
The Border Collie Club of South Australia is

committed to delivering a broadcast experience
that reflects the scale, diversity and significance of

the 2027 Border Collie National. Our vision is to
provide comprehensive coverage across all

their location throughout the world.

Live Coverage
Professional multi-camera livestream coverage will capture competition across all National disciplines,
providing viewers with access to the action as it happens. Our goal is to ensure every competitor and every
discipline receives meaningful coverage, showcasing the full versatility of the Border Collie breed throughout
the four-day event.

Replay Access
Recognising that many competitors and supporters are unable to watch every event live, full replay access will

allow viewers to revisit performances, celebrate achievements and relive key moments long after the event has
concluded. This also creates a valuable archive of the National for future generations.

Daily Highlights
Professionally produced highlight packages will showcase the most memorable moments from each day of
competition. These condensed broadcasts will provide an engaging summary of the event while helping to
promote the National, its competitors and its partners to a wider audience.

Enhanced Coverage
The broadcast vision extends beyond traditional ring-side filming. Through multiple camera angles,

professional production and the potential inclusion of aerial drone footage, particularly for Herding events,
viewers will experience aspects of the National that are often difficult to appreciate from the sidelines alone.

Digital Distribution
Coverage will be supported by a range of digital platforms, including livestreaming, replay services, social
media content and highlight productions. Opportunities will also be explored to distribute selected content
through broader streaming and sports media channels, extending the reach of the National beyond the
immediate Border Collie community.
